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	Abstract:
	In response to the January 2010 devastating earthquake in Haiti, the Canadian Government launched a Humanitarian Operation Disaster Relief (HODR) mission. As part of the Whole of Government effort the Canadian Forces (CF) deployed its Disaster Assistance Relief Team (DART), a 100-bed Field Hospital, and forensic odontologists imbedded with the Royal Canadian Mounted Police (RCMP) Disaster Victim Identification (DVI) effort. The Canadian Forces Dental Services (CFDS) deployed a General Dentistry team with the Field Hospital providing Role One support to CF personnel as well as humanitarian aid to those in need. With a Health Services (and in particular, medical technicians) heavily deployed on two other domestic and foreign operations, our Dental Technicians’ versatility and military skill sets led to them being employed in traditional medic positions within the hospital’s Central Sterilization Room as well as the Chief Clerk / Sergeant-Major to the Task Force Surgeon. In an attempt to identify Canadian nationals who had perished in the disaster, the Department of Foreign Affair and International Trade (DFAIT) tasked the RCMP Integrated Forensic Identification Services to deploy 3 successive DVI Teams to Haiti. Each team deployed with a forensic odontologist from the CFDS. The CFDS also provided an Ante-Mortem Records Section based at the CFDS clinic in St-Jean, Quebec.

	Summary:
	This presentation will describe the situation prior to and resulting devastation left by the earthquake, the Government of Canada response highlighted by the Canadian Forces mission and the role played by its Health Services and in particular the personnel of the CFDS. It will conclude with lessons learned and future requirements and direction.
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
